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CALL TO ORDER

CALL TO ORDER of the December ASMC Executive Committee Meeting was December 5, 2007 in the main conference room, DeCA, Headquarters Building, Ft Lee, VA.

OFFICERS’ REPORTS

President: pam conklin began the meeting by welcoming everyone to our fifth  Southside Virginia Executive Committee meeting. Pam inquired about the publishing status of the Newsletter. Cathy Dale reported for Kanika since she was absent due to a death in her family. She reported that Kanika said the newsletter is almost ready for publishing however she is awaiting information pertaining to the future Community Service events. Dea Wells will give her information in writing to update the Community Service status. 

Pam also discussed the Module 3 training that is scheduled January 29, 2008 and January 30, 2008. The on-line training is scheduled each day from 12:00 PM until 4:00 PM. She requested that Monique Salley solicit the committee members to determine the number of members who are interested in participation. The amount of participants are needed to determine the number of  communication lines needed. She also mentioned that the locations of the communication lines would need to be published for the participants.

Pam shared positive comments pertaining to the November luncheon for the National Security Personnel System (NSPS). It was a huge success and there were many non-financial employees at the luncheon. The committee suggested ways to include non-financial employees in our luncheons such as addressing that all employees are welcome on the monthly flyers. Pam said she would send information out to FPO’s and ask their assistance to encourage their employees to participate in the luncheons and/or become an ASMC member.

Pam reported the ASMC National Executive Committee has approved a one-time program of revenue sharing with chapters. Specifically, next spring (early May) they will provide a special one-time payment of $5.00 for each person who is a current chapter member as of March 31, 2008. This payment will be in addition to normal chapter rebates. They ask that chapters use the funds to further the goals of ASMC to provide high-quality professional development. They suggest we might also use this special payment as an incentive in a membership drive for our chapter. Questions might be directed to Jennifer Sizemore or Bob Hale. Pam reminded the committee of our goal to increase membership by 25%. If we succeed with the membership goal increasing, this revenue sharing could be very beneficial to our chapter. 

President-ELECT: Cathy Dale did not report. 

Vice President, DECA and PROGRAM CHAIRMAN: MARK PATTERSON reported that the December luncheon is scheduled for December 12, 2007 at Jordan Point. The entertainment for the luncheon is the West End Christian Children’s choir.. The cost is $18.00 per person. ASMC will subsidize members $5.00 per person. Mark needs all point of contact for ticket sales to inform him of the number of participants by December 10, 2007 so he can provide Jordan Point with the number of meals needed. He also indicated that the January 17, 2008 luncheon is a joint luncheon with contracting. The topic of discussion is Wide Area Workflow. Mark is concerned about the location. He mentioned that contracting would prefer to have the luncheon at the Fort Lee Office’s Club however the costs are higher at the club and he said the last 2 luncheons we had were more costly for our members and he did not know if we would have good participation from ASMC. Pam suggested giving contracting some other locations such as ALMAC or the NCO Club since they have more room to accommodate larger crowds. Mark will discuss the possibility of other locations with them. 

Vice President, Dla: BARBARA MARTIN was absent, did not report. 

Vice President, imcom: PATRICIA MONTGOMERY did not report. 

Vice President, CASCOM: MICHELLE OAKLEY was absent, did not report. 

Treasurer: monique salley reported that she received a letter from the American Red Cross requesting a Holiday monetary donation. The committee agreed that our monthly donation made on behalf of our guest speakers each month is sufficient and we should not provide any additional donations.

Monique asked the committee to approve the yearly fees for the post office charges and the web-site fees. The committee agreed to pay the yearly fees for both.

Monique also asked for clarification of luncheon refund policy. If the participant requests a refund prior to the deadline on the flyer, the guest should be granted their refund, however if the date of the deadline has passed no refund is granted. It is the responsibility of the participant to find a replacement if he/she cannot attend. 

SECRETARY: RANDIE SCHABENER forwarded the minutes from the November meeting and asked that the minutes be approved. The committee approved the minutes. 

COMMUNITY SERVICE, CHAIRWOMAN:  dEANNA wELLS informed everyone that Habitat for Humanity has been re-scheduled for December 15, 2007. Dea reported that she has had difficulty communicating with Habitat for Humanity, however December 15, 2007 is a scheduled date. Pam reminded everyone that we will be meeting at Kings Barbeque at 6:00 PM and then we will go to Eden Pines Nursing Home in Petersburg where we will play BINGO with the residents. SANTA (Mark Patterson) will be our bingo caller.  

Membership CHAIRwoman and Historian: Francine neal forwarded information to all executive board members concerning her proposals for reward system participation and membership drives. The committee agreed that with her suggestion of giving points (ranging 1 to 5 points) for participating in ASMC sponsored Community Service, Fund Raising, Monthly luncheons, published quarterly newsletter articles, recruiting of new ASMC members, serving on a committee, receiving CDFM certificate, holding a CDFM and passing the Acquisition Module X. The committee agreed that this should be done on a raffle basis with a minimum 10 points to be eligible to participate in the raffle. The committee also wanted the point system to be inclusive from April 1, 2007 thru March 31, 2008 since there has been a lot of participation and events to be included in that time period. After much discussion the committee agreed that $3,000.00 should be reserved for the intention of the reward system participation. The main reward would be for the Southside ASMC Chapter to pay for the individual to participate in the National PSI in Orlando. (This would include airfare, registration and the hotel accommodations.) Other rewards could include 3 year ASMC membership fees paid, 1 year ASMC membership fee paid or paying for the individual’s luncheon at monthly meetings. Francine will put submit an article to the newsletter addressing the reward system program.

Francine also reported that in March 2007 we had 163 members. In order to reach the five star goals we need an increase of approximately 41 new members. Currently we have 176 members (13 new members). Our newest members are Michelle Cambia and Samuel Shockley. We also have a membership transfer from the Hampton Roads Chapter, Lieselotte Stubbs. These members were included in the new total. Francine will coordinate new member recognition and presentations at our January luncheon.
