OFFICERS’ REPORTS

President: cathy dale began the meeting by asking if everyone present had received a copy of the September meeting minutes, and passing out copies to those who had not, after which the minutes where approved. Cathy also announced that secretary Carol Chambliss would be leaving in 30 days and nominated Kelly Blevins as the new secretary. The motion was seconded and approved. Cathy mentioned that several ASMC members have expressed interest in the chapter leader audio training on November 20th at 2 pm. It was agreed upon that a line should be set up in the DeCA HQ building for the audio training since there is no charge for the training. Training is 60 minutes long. Cathy also mention that on October 21st there is a Fiscal Law Audio Conference at 2 pm. The secession is 90 minutes long. Bob mention that DSCR had already paid for a line. Pam said she would put the information out to DeCA. Terri said she would send out information to ASMC members. The cut off date to purchase a line is Sunday October 12th. Training Certificates will be sent out once training is complete. The certificates will be blank and will need to have participants names filled in by the organization who bought the line. Cathy mentioned NCMA’s invitation to partner to support one or more charitable organizations for Christmas 2008. The motion was approved and Dea said she will contact the POC at NCMA this afternoon. Cathy also mentioned deployed resource management troops. They will be deployed until June 2009. They are looking for supporters. They are an ASMC chapter. The motion was approved to sponsor the unit. We will send a large Christmas 2008 care package to the unit in Iraq and a small box once a month. Nadine volunteered to be the POC for this project and will get in contact with Major Rebecca McElwain who is the POC for the unit.

Vice President, DECA and PROGRAM CHAIRMAN: MARK PATTERSON mentioned there was a good turn out for the September luncheon at UNO’s. Nothing else to report at this time.
President, Dla: ROBERT ROZA:  Bob looked at the current ASMC CDFM holders and mention that DLA has a Laura Dingle that is not on there. She is a lifetime member. Module 1 review had 5 attendees. Bob mentioned that DSCR has a reserved line for the Fiscal Law Audio Conference on October 21st at 2pm. Their chief council, resources, and budget POC’s will be there. Bob is working on a couple of speakers for Mini-PDI, Ray Dubois, Keith Dunn, and Tony Poleo. It was mentioned that Tony should not be asked again so soon. A rule of thumb was 3 years between returning as a speaker and Tony spoke at the Mini-PDI in April, 2007. Bob is still reviewing their membership to see how many members they currently have. Francine Neal will send what information she has to Bob to aide him with his review. DLA will be hosting the ASMC luncheon Feb. 19th. The DLA Comptroller will be the speaker. She will speak about the units that DLA has picked up growing to more than 680 more people. How DLA is dealing with CTI and privatization. The luncheon will be held at the center’s Cafeteria. Then the speaker will either speak from the Jolly Elk Room or the McIver Auditorium. Bob will send out a menu in advance of the luncheon.
Vice President, imcom: PHYLLIS MOORE-TOLIVER: not present there was nothing to report.   
Vice President, CASCOM: MARIBEL ROBINSON not present, nothing to report.

Treasurer: NADINE WILLIAMS reported via phone from DeCA HQ. Membership rebates and the RIR (Raceway) fundraiser made up the deposits. Most of the Scholarships where cashed in August. The treasurer’s report was approved.    

SECRETARY: CAROL CHAMBLISS will be leaving in 30 days. Kelly Blevins filled in for her and was approved as the new secretary.

COMMUNITY SERVICE, CHAIRWOMAN:  dEANNA wELLS   announced that she dropped off 204 items of food to the Prince George food bank. The next food bank location to receive items is the Petersburg location. We need to encourage more people to donate. If we want to volunteer for the angel tree we have to commit a certain number of people 3 months in advance. If we want to work at the Habitat for Humanity resale store we will need to fill out paper work. We are scheduled to work at the resale store on November 1st. We are scheduled to volunteer at the Habitat for Humanity worksite on October 25th. They should be painting at that point if everything is on schedule. We will need at least 4 volunteers to get credit for competition purposes. Bingo at Eden Pines has been set up for December 11th at 7:00 p.m. We’ll eat at King’s beforehand. The Georgia Guard was activated and is sitting in Corpus Christi, TX. Dea is waiting to hear back about finding a family down there to adopt, because of the hurricane. FEMA is at Ellington taking care of Corpus Christi.
Membership CHAIRwoman and Historian: Fran neal   stated that the current count for members is 177; she will send an email to Barbara Gibson to get the count as of April. Should be starting at 149. The format of the reports from nationals is not correct. National’s numbers for members is incorrect as well. Fran is going to see what is wrong with National’s membership list. We have been moved down from a category A to a category B. Fran has come up with an expiration list and 39 members have expired as of September 30, 2008. Fran will draft a letter to send out to attempt to retain the expired members. Fran proposed a membership drive reduce the membership fee to $21 for the month of November for new members. The executive committee approved Fran’s idea. It was also approved to reduce the price to $21 all the time for students. 
Education and Training CHAIRWOMAN: TERRI CURTIS mentioned that she would send an email out about the Fiscal Law Audio Conference; cost is $99 per line. It was mentioned that we should go ahead and book a line in the DeCA HQ classroom since past attendance has been very high. Pam stated she would send out an email to the FPOs and Terri will send one out the ASMC members. Terri is checking on the study group, she will send an email to Rosie regarding Module 2. Terri has revised the CDFM list. Monique sent out an email to the current holders to get dates of when they received their certification. Terri is going to meet with Fran Neal to get contact information for current CDFM holders. EDFMT training in the Fort Lee area will be March 23 thru 27. All dates can be found on the National ASMC web site. The tentative date for the annual mini-PDI is March 19th. Terri is going to check with the Holiday Inn near South Park as well as the Lee club for prices.
SCHOLARSHIP & AWARDS CHAIrMAN: JOE KOERNER stated that the high school and college applications were updated and sent to Gene. The National deadline for scholarships is March 31st. The deadline for scholarship applications with our local chapter is March 10th.  We need to send out information and applications to local high schools. Pam Conklin mentioned that we might want to check our dates and change the date for the chapter deadline. Three weeks might not be enough time to go through the applications to send to nationals.
WAYS & MEANS CHAIRWOMAN: FRANCINE JACKSON announced that the gift wrapping idea at the PX is not going to work. The spots are usually reserved for ACS groups and Family Readiness Groups that do it every year.  Francine spoke with Larry Bands about doing the hot dog fundraiser at the Nick II building. Larry approved the idea the date will be announced for sometime in October, possible the 20th. It was suggested that we serve a hot dog, bag of chips, prepackaged dessert, and a drink and charge $5 per person. We had two volunteers present for the NASCAR event-Francine Jackson and Mark Patterson. The money made there was given to Nadine. 
CHAPTER COMPETITION, CHAIRWOMAN: MARY JOHNSON was not present. Cathy stated that the rules were sent out to the various areas. We were 2000 points behind last year from the various other chapters in our group. We missed a lot of points in the training areas. The idea was proposed that we have the judge advocate give a class once or twice a year to gain some points in that area. We could also gain more points in publicity with the local papers, radio, TV, and the Armed Forces Comptroller magazine.
