ASMC Membership Meeting Minutes – Installation of Officers

On 18 June, 2009, we held our annual Installation of Officers’ luncheon at the Ft. Lee Officer’s Club.

Highlights of our membership meeting are as follows:

Mr. Al Tucker, Executive Director of ASMC addressed our chapter and discussed the importance of becoming a member of the American Society of Military Comptrollers.  He spoke about the value of obtaining the Certified Defense Financial Manager’s certification (CDFM) and the Certified Defense Financial Manager’s with Acquisition Specialty (CDFM-A) certification.
Ms. Dale highlighted just a few of our accomplishments this year: 

This year, we finalized the initiative of last year’s President, Ms. Conklin in updating the ASMC Southside VA Chapter By-Laws.  The changes were emailed to our general membership on August 12th for review.  A ratification of the changes to the By-Laws was approved by the ASMC Southside VA Chapter Executive Committee on August 21st.  A motion was made to approve the changes at our September monthly membership luncheon and was accepted by the general membership.  

Another noteworthy accomplishment this year is that the Southside VA Chapter has gone green.  Many hours were spent sifting through 30 years worth of documentation.  All pertinent documents were scanned onto a disk. 
This year, our chapter created and produced a gold Southside VA Chapter CDFM coin and a silver Southside VA Chapter CDFM-A coin to recognize our members who have worked hard to obtain these professional certifications.  These coins were awarded for the first time at the annual Southside VA Chapter mini-PDI on March 19, 2009.    

Our chapter awarded two continuing educational grants to two of our members totaling $400 and 19 scholarships to applicants of various universities totaling $12,350.  These individuals worked hard to maintain superior academic achievements, and they were excited and appreciative of receiving their scholarship at the annual ASMC Southside VA Scholarship luncheon. 
Our chapter received four awards this year at the ASMC National PDI in San Antonio, Texas.  Our chapter received a Community Service award, Meritorious Newsletter award, Five Star Chapter award and the Neil R. Ginnetti Professional Development Award.  We were one of only two chapters to receive the Neil R. Ginnetti award, and this is the first year our chapter has been awarded this prestigious Education and Training award.  Our chapter will receive $2,500 from ASMC National, specifically allocated for future professional development initiatives for our chapter members.
