CDFM Self Study
Maureen Hazelton
This self study tool encompasses all of the reference material used in writing questions for the Certified Defense Financial Manager examination. For your convenience, it is organized into three modules to parallel the structure of the exam. Most references are hyperlinked to actual source documents to save you time in locating study material. To further ease your work load, we cited pertinent sections of larger documents, such as the Financial Management Regulations. Still, you will find a significant amount of material you will need to review. Here are a few tips to help you get started.     

· Begin your self study with the module you know the most about. This will increase your confidence and let you get used to the level of detail of the questions in an area where you feel most comfortable. Remember, most of us know a lot about two or three of the areas already. Capitalize on what you already know!
· Read all of the narrative material in the Reference Guide. Much of it was prepared by the subject matter experts who wrote the more than 900 questions in the item bank. Reading this material closely will give you a good idea of what experts feel a certified financial manager should know in a given area.
· Spend enough time. It's hard to tell sometimes how much time is required, but you will see certain subjects and references coming up many times throughout your review. You will know when you have a good grasp of the subject matter.
· If possible, talk to other people who participated in the Enhanced Financial Management Training Course, in group study, or who took some or all of the CDFM. They can help by giving you an idea of how much you need to review.
    Self Study Components     DoD Financial Regulations In addition to specific official documented references (these are the source documents for the examination questions), other supplemental study material is recommended. As you work through the different competency areas, you will find the majority of references are already somewhat familiar to you. Most prevalent are the DoD Financial Regulations...better known as FMR. Since these references are extensive, we list here the chapters for you to concentrate on as you prepare. Don't forget to review Volume 1 of the FMR for definitions. The FMR's are all downloadable free from the web at http://www.dtic.mil/comptroller/fmr .   
OMB Circulars Another common reference is the OMB circular. These are also easy to download by going to http://www.whitehouse.gov/omb/circulars/index.html. All of the original legal citations from 10 US Code and 31 US Code are available through the fiscal law section - or by going directly to http://uscode.house.gov. Simply enter the title (i.e., Title 10 or Title 31) and section number - and the search engine will provide the text almost instantly.    
DoD Publications All DoD publications, instructions, directives, manuals, etc., are available on the web at http://www.dtic.mil/whs/directives.     DoD "Greenbook" The Fiscal Year 2003 budget and the DoD "Greenbook" are available at www.dod.mil/comptroller.    
Army Cost Manual Almost all study materials you will need to prepare for the test are easily accessible by computer - and are free! You will not need extensive study of Service specific regulations, directives and the like, because all of the questions are asked from a Departmental perspective. One exception is the Army Cost Manual, which covers common cost estimating topics and is readily available at http://www.ceac.army.mil/ce/default.asp     
As you read through the three modules of the CDFM, we will introduce you to the twelve separate competency areas that comprise the examination. Each of these competencies has associated with them various tasks and knowledge. Scoring requirements for the exam are such that very few people will pass the three modules without study but, if you prepare conscientiously, the likelihood of success is high.

Martin Luther King, Jr. Day

In 1983, the 98th Congress passed a law to honor the birthday of Martin Luther King, Jr. This was first celebrated as a Federal legal holiday on January 20, 1986 and has been observed on the third Monday of January since that time. Congress' intention was that the holiday "serve as a time for Americans to reflect on the principles of racial equality and nonviolent social change espoused by Martin Luther King, Jr." (CNN)

King was born on January 15, 1929 and gained national prominence during the Montgomery Bus Boycott. The boycott began when Rosa Parks, a seamstress who refused to give up her seat to a white man on December 1, 1955. A Montgomery city ordinance at that time required black individuals to give up their seats to white individuals. The boycott lasted 381 days and served as the impetus in the creation of Southern Christian Leadership Conference. SCLC was founded by Dr. King and others in order to work for civil rights legislation. 

From this point forward, King's name became virtually synonymous with the civil rights movement of the late 1950's and early 1960's. He was at the center of almost every major demonstration and was arrested many times. In April 1963, he composed letters from the Birmingham jail. Later that year, King delivered his most famous speech when he told participants in the March on Washington “I have a dream.” 

During the next few years, King and the movement realized many successes including the passage of the 1964 Civil Rights Act, the ruling of the poll tax as unconstitutional, and the desegregation of schools which had ignored the decision reached in Brown v. Board of Education. In 1967, King began to focus some of his energy on the war in Vietnam, a move that many believed to be a betrayal of the civil rights cause. King justified his decision by stating in a 1967 speech that "we have been repeatedly faced with the cruel irony of watching Negro and white boys on TV screens as they kill and die together for a nation that has been unable to seat them together in the same schools."

In early April, 1968, he traveled to Memphis, Tennessee to march in support of local sanitation workers. On the evening of April 3, he delivered his prophetic "I've Been to the Mountaintop" speech in which he said: “I just want to do God's will. And he's allowed me to go to the mountain. And I've looked over, and I've seen the Promised Land! I may not get there with you, but I want you to know tonight that we as a people will get to the Promised Land. So I'm happy tonight. I'm not worried about anything. I do not fear any man. Mine eyes have seen the glory of the coming of the Lord!” 
Dr. King was assassinated the next morning while he stood on the balcony of his room at the Lorraine Motel. In March, 1969, James Earl Ray confessed to the crime. However, Ray has since recanted his confession and in 1978, the U. S. House of Representatives concluded that he had probably been aided by others. King is buried at what is now the Martin Luther King, Jr. National Historic Site in his hometown of Atlanta, Georgia.

Chapter Scholarship Program 

        Last year we expanded our scholarship program to include students who are going to study for an associate's degree and students who are already in college needing financial assistance.  We awarded eight scholarships for a total of $6500.  Seven were to graduating seniors and one to a student transferring from Richard Bland College to VCU.  Since starting this program in 1997 we have awarded 44 scholarships worth a total of $46,500.  This is an accomplishment that our chapter can be very proud of.
Letters announcing the scholarship program for this school year and applications were sent to guidance counselors at nine local high schools: Prince George, L.C.
